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Cement prices rose 0.9% in September, after 
increasing 0.8% in August, according to the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics’ producer price 
index. Annual escalation for the index sits at 
11.1%. ENR’s 20-city average monthly price 
for masonry cement stayed flat in November 
while yearly prices increased 16%. All types 
of asphalt paving and all types of crushed 
stone experienced yearly increases. Prices for 
concrete sand have risen 3.1% since October, 
with an increase of 50.8% since November of 
last year.
